President's Report:

Discussion on the national enrollment cliff that is coming. Utah should hold steadier. Goal 1% 

growth per annum. Seeking the underserved student base, especially with the tech courses and 

students who are the first in their family to attend college or are underachieving in High School. 

 

Priorities:  

1. Funding for the addition to the Washburn building. We are asking $6 million from the 

legislature 

2. Rural Scholarships: poverty rate in our 6 rural counties and the other 3 in Uintah Basin is 

lower than the rest of the state. 

3. Establishment of coaches – focus on students with a 3.0 gpa or lower in HS. They don't see 

themselves as academic. Working with Miller Foundation to establish scholarships and talking 

to the legislature through the USHE board
